The second highest form of charity is to give anonymously
to an unknown person in need, through a trustworthy person or fund. In total, Maimonides listed eight levels of
giving tzedakah.

The Board of Trustees has launched an investigation into how we can best take care of our members in need.
Stay tuned to your various sources of communication from the OJC for further information. Pending the
formation of any formal effort, the discretionary funds of our rabbis are always available. You can help assure
delicious Kiddush luncheons for members, both needy and not, by contributing to Ritual or by donating a
Kiddush yourselves.

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From the Educational Director’s Desk

We all look forward to the joys of Chanukah: lighting candles, playing dreidel, tasting the delicious
latkes and sufganiot(jelly doughnuts), and giving gelt and gifts to our children. But what can we add to
teach our children the valuable lessons of Chanukah and to celebrate the true spirit of the holiday? By
reviewing the history of Chanukah we learn about the lure of assimilation, the triumph of the small
minority over the strong majority, and the restoration of religious freedom. Chanukah is a historical
celebratlon of courage, freedom, and joy. It is important to remember the strength of the Jews, the realization that miracles do
happen, and the importance of giving. By teaching our children their heritage, we help them become responsible, proud,
committed, and caring Jewish adults.

At Chanukah we can show our children that being Jewish is fun, with a lot to celebrate. Families can create new
traditions through enjoyable, meaningful activities, such as making your own menorahs, inviting friends for candle lighting,
dreidel playing and songs, baking doughnuts and frying latkes together, and composing a Chanukah song, poem, or skit.
Families can make Chanukah more meaningf ul by making
special time together, buying gifts for needy children, and volunteering at a homeless shelter or food bank.

One of my favorite activities is creating meditations to be said each night after lighting the candles. These readings can
be used to spark discussions about Jewish values.

First CandleThe Light of CourageThe story of the Maccabees is a lesson in strength and courage. Courage is not
about discarding our fears and blindly walking into all situations, but distinguishing what is important and standing strong for
our ideals.

Second Candi@he Light of GratitudeDuring Chanukah we are more open to miracles, both ancient and modern. May
we see the blessings and miracles that are a part of our lives during Chanukah, and may this attitude permeate the everyday
moments of our lives.

Third CandleThe Light of SharingPirsume Ha Nesublicizing the miracle, is our way of sharing with the world the
miraculous survival of the Jewish people. The lit menorah is a visible sign of our ability to overcome hardship.

Fourth CandleThe Light of Knowledgelewish people have always been committed to learning. No matter where we
lived, whether we were rich or poor, oppressed or free, we created and supported educational institutions. This passion kept our
minds free when we were otherwise persecuted. Now that we can live securely as Jews, let us not discard our devotion to
learning. It is the secret to our existence.

Fifth candle The Light of ServiceWe should not wait for a specific situation to be of service to God. Every day we
can be of service to God in many ways.

Sixth Candle The Light of WisdomJews must remember that wisdom is not quickly attained. It is acquired in steps,
each building on one another. These steps involve skills that we can learn and practice: listening, remembering, and teaching.
Wisdom is within everyonebs grasp.

Seventh CandieThe Light of LoveJews strive to be people who perform acts of chesed loving-kindness. These acts
of love are not abstract; they take shape by the actions we weave into the fabric of our lives.

Eighth Candle The Light of HopeWe are not always the direct beneficiaries of our efforts, but we must continue to
invest in our world with the belief that our work will benefit our children and grandchildren. In this way we nourish hope for
ourselves and for the future.

There are places that are synonymous with certain sports. Wimbledon means tennis in June, Augusta means golf in
August, the Kentucky Derby means horse racing in May, and Mountaindale means deer hunting the last two weeks of
November.

An 8-year-old from a rural area in upstate New York traveled with his family to visit his cousins in Westchester
County one Christmas holiday. He had never seen a menorah, and when he saw lit menorahs in the windows of some of
the houses on the block the boy asked his father why the lights were on. His father told him that Jewish people celebrate
difer ent holidays than others do. The father asked his
replied, AThe first day of hunting season! o

Hunters came up from the city at the end of November. Some came for a day, some came for a weekend, and
those who had a three-day vacation before Thanksgiving could come up for as long as nine days. After all, hunting was
much more important than spending the Thanksgiving holiday at home with family.

Hunters came up in pairs or by the carload. Some organized hunting clubs and rented out the same bungalow
colony or summer hotel year after year. Those who rented the same property every year posted signs claiming exclusive
hunting rights to the property.

There were different ways to try to shoot deer. Some groups of hunters built tree platforms in sturdy trees near the
edge of a field. They had several men go two miles away into the woods and make noise to drive the deer toward the
platform. The deer emerged from the woods out into the field and were promptly shot by the men on the platform.

One man set up a salt lick at the back of his house near the woods. The deer came every morning at dawn to enjoy
the treat. Then, on the first day of hunting season, the homeowner shot the unsuspecting deer as they came to enjoy the
lick.

Out-of-town hunters brought money to the cold, sleepy town. They needed food, warm clothing, provisions and a
restaurant. The hunters would come to the only open restaurant after dark because they could hunt only in the daytime and
woul dnét waste precious daylight hours. The restaura
beer.

ritually slaughtered. While | was growing up there was a story about a merchant in town who wanted a deer head as a
showpiece to hang on his wall. Being a Jew, he would not be able to use the meat from an animal that he shot. He only
wanted the showpiece. Oneday hewent hunti ng on Barskyodés property to ki
saw the silhouette of a large deer walking in the woods. The animal was near the edge of the tree line. As the deer reached
the edge of the woods, the animal put its leg out first. When the hunter saw the large cloven hoof, he was convinced he
had the trophy he was | ooking for. He aimed and fire
dead.

The social programmer (me), the rest of the National Mazkirut (National Board) and some very helpful staff evaluated the
successes and drawbacks of past initiatives . . . we figured out something big; we needed to change our methods to reach
all of our goals with the wonderful projects and what they offer us as individuals, as a movement, and as Zionists.

So we tweaked some of the issues we saw: we let the movement choose our new project at National Summer Convention;

we focused on action and education as well as fundraising, by talking about issues that were smaller, more personal, and
solvable. We also realized, as politi ci anbappdnavermghtlsoe e n
we made the initiative last indefinitely, until we thought our work was done. . . . We realized that what we had was no
longer the National Initiative . . . we had something bigger, more substantial, and much more daringd a mission. We
wanted to see through to the end a project that we had personal stake in . . . it was something that would have to start
locally and individually across the movement. We used our new framework and almost 100 members at our National
Convention helped choose a cause that we felt was perfect to begin this new and historic undertaking: saving the refugees

of Darfur in Israel.

We looked at past crises like saving Soviet Jewry, a mission that Judaeans took very personally. In the 1970s and 1980s
Judaeans [helped change] the world by informing Jews and gentiles across the country of what the USSR was doing to its
Jews. They went into Russia personally, smuggling 1in
emphasis on fundraising with Hadassah and independently. . . . With our new system we want to do it again for Darfuris

in Israel. Like our parents educated, we want to spread the word about the troubles these brave people face. Like our
parents fought, we want to take an active role by going to Israel to help, or by working in our own communities with other
refugees in a similar struggle. Like our parents collected tzedakah, we too want to contribute some of ourselves to this
mission and see it through to its completion.

The beauty of our Movement-Wi de Mi ssion i s that a&iitt dsoteasrntGst wsittahr ti wei
mitzvah by welcoming refugees who have reached her borders from Darfur. Now we must do our part and give these

people a quality of life that every humanbei ng deserves. We can honestly say
of the solution to the messy conflict that has murdered and displaced over 3 million people.

Paul Schulman and Tikkun Olam

Repairing the world runs in the Schulman family. Paul recently raised over $1300 (on his own) for the residents of
Sderot. He connected to Sderot last February, when he and his fellow 12" grade classmates from Solomon Schechter High
School of Westchester met a group of Sderot teenagers. The class was on a 2-month trip to Poland and Israel. After his
return, Paul addressed a group of Holocaust survivors at the Holocaust Museum and Study Center in Spring Valley on his
experiences in Poland. He showed slides of the shuls where they davened and of several memorials, including Majdanek
and Auschwitz Birkenau.

Beating cardiac tissue has been created in a lab from human embryonic stem cells by researchers at the
Rappaport Medical Faculty and the Technion-l s r a e | Il nstitute of Technol og
The work of Dr. Shulamit Levenberg and Professor Lior Gepstein has also led to the creation of tiny blood
vessels within the tissue, making possible its implantation in a human heart.

The Israeli company BioControl Medical sold its first electrical stimulator to treat urinary incontinence to the
U.S. company for $50 million. Now it is working on CardioFit, which uses electrical nerve stimulation to treat
congestive heart failure. With nearly five million Americans presently affected by heart failure and more than
400,000 new cases diagnosed yearly, the CardioFit is already generating a great deal of excitement as the first
device with the potential to halt this deadly disease.
