Purim: A Day for Sackcloth and Ashes

Well, here we arein March, the month of one of the most solemn holidays on the Jewish
calendar, Purim. On this day, we are commanded to emulate Mordechai, who set the tone
for our observance in chapter 4 of the Book of Esther:

Mordechai rent his clothes and put on sackcloth with ashes,
and went out into the midst of the city, and cried with a loud and bitter cry.

This was the first official celebration of Purim. The story behind the event is weknown to us all.

The Book of Esther takes place during one of the saddest times in Jewish history. The Babylonians had
invaded Israel, destroyed the magnificent first Temple in Jerusalem, desecrated the Holy of Holies,
captured the Jewish people, and eldd them throughout the Babylonian Empire. Our story takes place in
Shushan, the capital of the empire, located in what is now the evil nation of Iran. The Jews had lost their
possession of the Promised Land.

To add insult to injury, the wicked Haman rose to power as the highest minister to the king of Babylonia.
Haman hated the Jews, a contempt exacerbated by
presence. Haman, with the kingds bl essing, deci d
an end to Jewish history, making the Book of Esther the last book of the Bible. Mordechai went into
mourning, removing his civilian clothing, and donning the garb of mourners.

Thus, on Purim, we remember tyrants like Haman, a predecessor to Hitler and lathe other tyrants who
rose against our people throughout history. We dress in costume on Purim to remember this sad time.
The costume of sackcloth and ashes worn by Mordechai is the most appropriate for us to wear to
synagogue for the reading of the Megjah.

The Megillah itself is read in hushed tones, barely audible above the weeping of the congregation. The
crying is to intensify each time the name of Haman appears in the story, emphasizing the sadness which
was brought to our people by Haman and thas of his ilk who arise against the Jews in every generation.
We try to drown out with our c¢crying the reading
has on our people each time it is said.

We are commanded to observe this solemn day every yea

And these days are remembered and observed throughout every generation,
every family, every province, and every city; and these days of Purim

will not pass away from among the Jews, nor will their remembrance

cease from their descendents.
