animals to predict the future, the prophets of Israel railed agamgs knd the wealthy who were not
taking care of the poor, sick, and lame.

Vojage of the St. Louis: 70th Anniversags recalled by Harry Fuld

Many of our longterm members are familiar with the saga of the St. Louis as a result of the several presentations | me
while residing in Orangeburg. Since Janice and | moved to CerdralJdrsey in 2000, OJC has fortunately had an influx
of many newer members who may not be familiar with this event of thRdgloeaust period. On the occasion of the 70th
anniversary of this voyage | thought this would be an opportune time to relateperjeexe as a passenger to our more
recent congregants.

The voyager actually was a result of Kristallnacht, when tens of thousands of Jewish males were sent to concentrs
camps. Most were eventually released after signing an agreement that theyrdacthes would leave Germany within

six months. Despite the violence of Kristallnacht and increaseeésamtitism in Germany and Austria, the restrictive
immigration policies of the Western world did not change.

Cuba was one of the few countries thedrged temporary asylum to German refugees who had applied for immigration
visas to the United States and were given quota numbers, allowing entry to the U.S. as long as several years later. .
my fatheréds death at Da c hfeuKristalinaahte mytmother wae able to abtgin U&. visas w
for herself, my older brother and me. Our quota numbers, however, would not allow us to enter the U.S. until June
1942, almost four years later. Fortunately, she was able to obtain landirigsgerr@uba and booked passage on the St.
Louis, leaving Germany on May 13, 1939.

Unlike the Exodus or other refugee ships, the St. Louis was a luxury liner previously used for Caribbean voyages fr
Europe. | recall the Western sailing being very joyaitsh ample food and the usual cruise ship amenities. | was a ten
year old at the time and enjoyed playing with many of the more than 200 children aboard. The captain of the St. Lo
Gustav Schroeder, was a strong leader and an outspokéyieantBefoe the ship left Hamburg he strongly advised his
crew that antiSemitism would not be tolerated and that passengers were to be treated with the same respect as prev
cruise ship passengers. The few -&@mitic incidents were swiftly dealt with by theptain and the voyage toward Cuba
continued without any major incident.

The St. Louis arrived in the bay of Havana on May 27, 1939. The ship had to anchor in the bay as it was not given sy
at the dock. Only a few passengers were allowed to enter CulgatoDincreased arfemitism in Cuba and internal
political strife, the Cuban government revoked the landing permits issued to the refugees. In spite of many negotiati
and financial offers by the American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee, Pre8idestill refused the passengers entry
into Cuba. On June 2nd, he ordered the ship to leave Cuban waters.

The St. Louis then sailed toward the United States and spent several days close to the U.S. and within sight of the FlIc
beaches. During this ped, urgent appeals were made to the U.S. government, including cables to President Roosev
asking for permission for the passengers to immigrate into the U.S. on humanitarian grounds, even if it meant tempol
internment until their quota numbers becatiie. Although there was the threat that the refugees might be returned to
Germany and face dire consequences, there was still no response from U.S. authorities. On June 6th, the St. Louis tt
back toward Europe.

During the days of the return voyages Troper, director of the European branch of the Joint Distribution Committee,
reached an agreement with England, France, Holland, and Belgium to each accept a portion of the passengers. TF
Louis docked at Antwerp, Belgium, on June 14th and tissgraers were sent to their respective destinations. My family
was fortunate to be selected for England, where we remained until June 1942 when we were finally able to immigrate |
the United States. Less than three months after the conclusion of thgeydyorld War Il began and the European
continent was eventually occupied by Germany. Approximately 375 of the passengers residing in France, Holland, :
Belgium perished during the Holocaust.

This voyage turned the St. Louis into a symbol of what cappén when economic séfiterest, prejudice, and
bureaucratic rigidity divert people and nations from doing what is right. One of the most important lessons of this event
that inactivity in the face of evil can amount to complicity with that evil.

Dueto space limitations the full story of the voyage, including political ramifications and intrigue, cannot be related i
this article.
