understand, whereas others are quite complicated. Some of them are considered to be beyond hu
understanding. We do not always follow the mitzvot because we find them to be rationally and moral
acceptable, but because God knows vidhest for us.

Though it may seem that there are a lot of mitzvot to deal with, taking a closer look we see that the 365 nega
mitzvot are better known as sins. Committing a sin is worse than not performing a positive mitzvah. E
refraining from the agative mitzvot we are actually fulfilling 365 mitzvot.

Although many of the mitzvot cannot be observed due to the destruction of the Temple, they still reta
religious significance. There are some commandments that apply only within the land ofstamalfrom
which women are exempt suchtagzit andtefillin, some depend on the special status of a person in Judaism
such as &ohen and others apply only to men or women.

Even though there are many rules and restrictions to completing a mitzvahptaadgeneric reward, the
spiritual connection or stronger bond with God is what one can gain.

Jewish scholars translated the scrolls over the course ditde second and first centuriegE, into Greek,
especially for the large and wealthy Jewish community in Egypt. These were collected into a body of literatt
called the Septuagint. Though the residents of the area where the Dead Sea Scrolls weveréodetinitely
Hebrew speaking, one of the major surprises of the Scrolls is that many fragments of the Septuagint were fo
among them. For Hebrespeaking pious individuals to be using such literature (either in Greek or translatec
from the Greek backnto Hebrew) proves that the Septuagint was considered authoritative by many, eve
outside of Greelspeaking areas.

The present authoritative Hebrew version of the Bible did not arise until the seventh and eighth centuries of
present era. A group afcholars, known as the Masoretes, gathered all the copies of the Bible that they cou
find. They studied these works and eventually i
current scholars will argue that there never was an origiié Bnd that the various scrolls evolved to their
present form. The Dead Sea Scrolls were not available to the Masoretes and no doubt some of their conclus
would have been different if these works had been included in the variations that they @tuketl. we know

a lot more about the background of many events and processes that shaped ancient Jewish history than di
rabbis and scholars of two thousand years ago!)

There is a book that some of you may wish to look into cdlleslDead Sea Sdts Bible by Abegg, Flint and
Ulrich. (Martin Abegg, by the way, played a critical role in breaking the stranglehold that some scholars h:
over the study and lordelayed publication of the Dead Sea Scrolls.) This compares the variations found in th
DeadSea Scrolls with the official version used today. It provides new and different readings and interpretatio
and also some psalms that were lost until recently.
