Tanakh Thoughts by Marty Cohen

One of the problems in trying to discern the original meaning of large sections of Tanakh is that tl
Bible was first written down in many stages over long periods of time. Duringirgtwhich was
perhaps close to eight hundred years, Hebrew underwent many changes. Certain words bec
obsolete, new words were borrowed from other languages, many changksimie and common
expressions occurred, and many words took on
