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The Rabbi’s Desk: Representing OJC

' OJC. When you hear these letters or see them in writing, what comes to mind? Is there an image you

associate with the letters? A physical space? A feeling? A teaching? A value? These are the questions that a

‘ .3 group of people from our community have been considering for the past several months. After much

1 discussion, debate, drafting and consideration, the OJC’s Welcoming Committee recommended a new logo

to represent the answers to the above. At the top of this page you will see that logo. At our website, you’ll see the logo. On our
new stationery. On our brochures. On our publicity.

A logo (or ideogram) is the image embodying an organization. Logos are meant to represent companies’ brands or identities, to
foster immediate recognition by current and potential customers. The mission of a logo is to portray the values and goals of a
company. The logo is only one piece of the branding strategy. A brand is the impression that a product or service leaves on a
customer. It’s how people feel about, and what people think of, their experience with that product or service.

Enough with the business-speak; it’s not my area of expertise. When I look at the logo, this is what I see:

e (O-J-C: The letters by which we are commonly known inside and outside our synagogue, comprising a name with a
stellar reputation for growth, ruach (spirited energy), warmth, commitment and participation.

e The bird’s outstretched wings: This symbol connects me physically to our stained-glass windows, our house of
prayer. This bird can be seen spanning the first three panels from the right side of our ark. It also connects me with the
history of the OJC, as it was the symbol of our Kulanu (“All of us together”) campaign at the time of our last
expansion. The image recalls the dove carrying the olive branch after the great flood; peace, tranquility, grace and
majesty; the sheltering “wings” of the Divine Presence (“kanfei ha-shechinah”); the nurturing wings beneath which we
are gathered together as a community; the wings upon which God promises to carry our dispersed to a Promised Land.

e Torah — Avodah — Gemilut Chasadim (Torah, Prayer and Loving Kindness): These are the three major pillars upon
which our community—and the world, according to our Sages—stands. Central to everything we do is Torah and its
lessons; we strive for a component of teaching and learning, mentoring and growing, in every personal, professional
and institutional interaction. Without prayer (literally, “service”), we might as well be a school or community center;
heartfelt communal prayer brings us closer to each other and to God in times of celebration and in times of sorrow.
Deeds of loving kindness are the actualization of all our minds’ and hearts’ best intentions; through these actions, we
carry our message to the larger circles of communities to which we belong. Finally, the Hebrew language connects me
with a broader sense of belonging to a culture, a people and a land.

| appreciate the simplicity of the representation; | treasure the layers of meaning and emotion that it stirs within me; | hope you
find that it gives expression to your connections to the OJC as well. | pray that it will timelessly represent us, always guiding us
to aspire to something higher for ourselves and our community. As we continue to envision how we can bring greater meaning
and a sense of God’s presence to people’s lives, may the values represented by this image always serve to reflect the image of
God in our lives, and may those same values be reflected in everything that we say and do.

As | write this article, the sky is finally a clear blue, | can finally see my front
lawn, and the air is finally crisp and spring-like. With spring in the air, my
thoughts go to the many celebrations in my family during this time, and also to
g my favorite holiday—Passover. Ever since | was a kid, Passover has always
been a special holiday. My house was usually the “first night seder” location and usually my
Dad’s entire family joined us. Our number totaled no less than 25 at any given seder. My father
took pride in his seder preparation, writing each family member’s name in their Haggadah,
outlining the parts of the Haggadah to be sure he covered all the “key parts,” and often bringing
in other relevant material outside of the Haggadah to be used for discussion and debate. | loved
being with all my cousins, but admittedly got fidgety during the VERY LENGTHY seder. My
mother transformed our living room into a banquet hall, prepared a delicious meal with the help
of my aunts, and Uncle Moishe was known for bringing the best Pesach desserts (yes they
existed)! The seders instilled in me the value of family, the importance of tradition, the story of
our people, and the sweet taste of Manischewitz Grape.

As an adult, Passover remains a holiday that | look forward to. It is a time to remember the past
and to look towards the future. In our seder, we still use the same Haggadahs, and always check
the inside cover to see whose name is on it. We use the same seder plate that | grew up with, but
have added the ones my kids have made, along with their matzah plates and covers. The
traditional songs are sung, but my girls have introduced new tunes as well. One year, my
husband introduced the Yankee seder, where all kippot were replaced with Yankee baseball
caps. We have also shortened the seder pretty substantially! A new tradition we have been part
of is our Friends Seder on the second night of Pesach. We celebrate with friends, and over the
years have had seders from coloring books to electronically produced Haggadahs. We all bring
first night leftovers, so there’s no additional cooking, and we all enjoy sharing Passover
together year after year. It is a tradition | know my children also cherish.

In April, the OJC offers two different opportunities to learn about and celebrate Passover. The
first is a program on April 11 called “300 Ways to Enhance Your Seder.” The author of the
book 300 Ways to Ask the Four Questions will be our guest speaker. Please join us for this fun
and entertaining program.

From the Educational Director’s Desk.

Nearly 55 years ago, the movie The Ten Commandments by Cecil B. De Mille telling the
Exodus story, was known as “the greatest event in motion picture history.” The film won an
Academy Award and became one of the most profitable films of all time. But the movie had
another impact that people did not anticipate, which was that De Mille became one of the
most successful and familiar teachers of Jewish history in modern times. So many people
today understand the narrative of the Exodus and its theological significance from its
cinematic mterpretatlon This movie is still broadcast every year on television around Passover and still attracts
millions of viewers.

De Mille’s interpretation got many things right in the screenplay: the ten plagues, the miraculous
splitting of the sea and the extraordinary wonders performed by God, but he also got something terribly wrong.
The movie depicted God redeeming a passive lsraelite slave population, while in reality, before they were
liberated, the people of Israel had publicly, boldly and courageously affirmed their absolute faith in God. It is
true that until the tenth plague, the Jews were indeed not proactive in the process of their liberation. However,
when God commanded Moses to direct the Jewish people to challenge the authority of their Egyptian masters
by painting the doorposts with the blood of slaughtered lambs to save them from the tenth plague—Kkilling of
the firstborn—the Jews’ passivity ended. In Egyptian society, lambs were treated as gods. It was that moment in
history when the Jews painted their doorposts with this animal’s blood that each Jew had to declare ultimate,
affirmative belief in God. Knowing that Moses’ performance record was 0 for 9 and that the blood on the
doorpost meant if Moses’ promise did not materialize there would be death for the entire household, how many
Jews today would be willing to do the same? How many people today have absolute faith in God?

This year, on the eve of April 18", Jews around the world will gather to celebrate the liberation of the
people of Israel from slavery at the Passover seder, an event that enabled our acceptance of Torah at Mt. Sinai
and the formation of the Jewish people. Through prayers, songs, and stories, accompanied by foods that serve as
symbols, each generation has repeated this ritual at millions of Passover tables for over three millennia in an
unbroken chain. But, like the people of Israel in Egypt before their courageous assertion of faith, many Jews
today have become passive and have abandoned the basic premise of Passover: emunah or absolute faith in
God. The Harris Interactive conducted a survey of religious beliefs in America among different religious
denominations. When answering the question, “Are you absolutely certain there is a God?” only 30% of Jewish
respondents said yes. This was the lowest percentage of all denominations. While my article for Passover
usually includes ways to make our seders enjoyable, educational and entertaining, as we attend our seders this
year, | am asking everyone to be bold and courageous like our ancestors and to contemplate, discuss and
explore with the people around your seder table the importance of absolute faith in God. By placing faith in
God at the center of our seder we can create an opportunity to discover spiritual connections to and open
discussions about God. For me - GOD IS. I welcome your and your children’s questions, controversies and
discussions.

I wish you and your loved ones a happy, memorable, meaningful Passover.

All Eyes on Egypt

When Israel looks out to the rest of the Middle East, it no longer can make the same assumptions about
its security that it could a year ago or even a decade ago. The durability of the Israel-Egypt Peace
Treaty, the quiet along the Israeli-Jordanian border, the behind-the-scenes cooperation with Persian
Gulf states—these anchors of Israel’s security can no longer be taken for granted.

The country to watch the closest is Egypt. The Israel-Egypt Peace Treaty, signed in 1979, is the
linchpin of U.S. policy in the entire region. In fact, there has not been a regional war against Israel
since the treaty was signed.

Why is the peace treaty so important? It seems like a long time ago now, but for decades, Egypt was
Israel’s most powerful and dangerous enemy. Egypt fought four major wars against Isracl—the War of
Independence in 1948, the Sinai Campaign in 1956, the Six-Day War in 1967 and the Yom Kippur War
in 1973.

Because of the treaty, Israel has not had to worry seriously about an Arab army’s tanks reaching Tel
Aviv. Given the many threats that Israel faces on its other borders, the peace treaty is vital for Israel’s
security, and has enabled Israel to reduce its defense spending burden from 23 percent of its GDP prior
to the Camp David Accords to eight percent today; it is also the foundation of the principle of “land
for peace.”

Indeed, Egypt matters. The Suez Canal—a vital international waterway and a frequent path for the U.S.
passes through the country. Egypt is the most populous state in the Middle East, more than 80
million people live there, and it has long been the political and cultural center of the Arab world. What
happens in Cairo will be felt throughout the region.

As of this writing, nobody knows what will happen in Egypt. We hope that any political transition in
the country will lead to a democratic government that continues Egypt’s pro-American and pro-
Western orientation and expresses a firm commitment to maintaining the peace treaty with Israel.

From a broader perspective the unrest in Egypt and elsewhere in the Middle East demonstrates a
fundamental fact: Israel, a democratic country with peaceful transitions of power, is an island of
stability in a volatile and important region. The United States can always count on Israel as its closest
regional ally.

The uncertainty about Egypt and other states shows why it is so important to help keep Israel strong
through U.S. assistance and close U.S.-Israel ties. One can never know what the future will bring, and
just how fast it might bring it. We must help Israel prepare for any scenario.

A Happening with Israeli Ambassador Asher Naim, by Eileen Bookman

Want to meet intelligent, charming, suave, sophisticated, funny, celebrated, talented, hip, “in the know” individuals?
Come to the OJC Men’s Club and see what happens! That’s just what I did on Sunday February 27, and that’s just what
happened! Israeli Ambassador Asher Naim—author, educator, diplomat with fifty years of service—graced us with his
delightful and insightful presence at the OJC.

He began his talk with “boker tov”; the audience responded with “boker tov.” He then said “shavua tov”; the audience
responded with “shavua tov.” The Ambassador then said, “Then we are home!” He had me at “boker tov!”

Naim told us his favorite quotation, which I am liberally paraphrasing. Mark Twain, his favorite writer, said, “If you
don’t read the papers—you will be uninformed. If you read the papers—you will be misinformed.”

Naim, who was born in Libya, said that a tsunami has hit the entire Middle East and that it won’t be over soon. He began
with a brief history of the Middle East from after WWI. There was the decay of the Ottoman Empire and powerful chiefs
took huge chunks of land to form several modern Middle Eastern countries. Nobody cared as long as oil was available.
The area was run by those with no idea of modern times—unlike in the eleventh century when Islamic culture was the
most advanced in the world.

The French Revolution advanced Europe. There were basically three fundamental changes: no more kings; equality of all
citizens, including Jews; and separation of Church and State.

The Moslem world still clings to pre-French Revolution ideologies. They mistreat their women and have contributed very
little to world progress. For instance, with 740 Nobel Prizes having been awarded, 7 were given to Moslems, who have a
population of approximately 20% of the entire world. Jews have a world population of approximately 0.3%, and they’ve
been awarded 154 Nobel Prizes.

Naim made a very provocative comment when he said that Westerners and Arabs have very different outlooks. The
demonstrations in Egypt and other Middle Eastern countries will not establish a democracy as we know it. They are
fighting because despotic leaders are taking all the money. The young have no programs or power. The military and the
leaders have all the money and the power. Khadafi of Libya is a psychopath and eccentric but he’s not crazy! He has $75
billion in a Swiss bank account (no Arab dictator trusts his money to be held in his own country). It’s all about allowing
the people to wallow in misery while the “kings” have it all. The Egyptian army operates as an economic company. It
controls much of the country’s imports and will never give up its power.

Whereas in Arab countries education is not stressed, in Israel, the young people are listened to. Israelis have made
incredible contributions to the world. Many large American concerns are deeply entrenched in Israel as well. Science,
health, agriculture—Israel plays with the “big boys.” The world buys everything that Israel invents and produces. On the
other hand, in Arab countries they talk, but they don’t do.

Naim went on to discuss the danger of Iran (see me for my “notes” if you’d like more information on this). Interestingly,
he doesn’t believe that they will be able to sustain their power.

The Ambassador said that Islamists believe that Moses was Muslim—and that the Torah was mishandled—otherwise it
would have been the Koran! What a fantasy world the Arabs live in. Philosophically the Muslim concept of God is closer
to Jewish than to Christian tenets. We both believe in only one God—with no son of God. Mohammed is just a prophet—
albeit the last and greatest one.

The most important topic for me was the safety of Israel. Israel’s security cannot be a gamble. Naim told us that Israel
really wants peace and that it can survive and thrive no matter what because Israel is strong enough to maintain its
stability and counter any opposing force.
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Jews and Baseball: An American Love Story, by Alden B. Smith

On November 7, 2010, the Men's Club organized a trip to the Quad Cinema in New York City to view a movie produced
by Peter Miller about Jews and baseball. One of the attendees that day remarked, “How bad can the movie be? I like Jews
and I like baseball.”

The evening began with a trip to Ray’s Pizza, a few blocks from the cinema. Joined by Rabbi Scheff, the participants
were eager to see a movie about the great American pastime and its connection with Jewish Americans. The film did not
disappoint. It transported us to a different time and place. We were treated to archival photos and videos of the old Ebbets
Field and to players like Jackie Robinson and Hank Greenberg. We learned that Greenberg, a Hall of Famer and one of
the most famous Jewish baseball players to grace the diamond, had his spectacular career cut short when he enlisted for
service in WWII. He never was the same player after he served our country from 1941 to 1945.

Greenberg was remembered as one of the sport’s best known players, and the man who broke the color barrier in baseball,
Jackie Robinson, was a real gentleman. Greenberg and Robinson’s careers overlapped. During one game, when they were
playing against each other, they had a collision at first base. (Hank was a first baseman.) Robinson fell and Hank extended
his hand to help Jackie up. During the time that Jackie Robinson played, such acts of kindness had been nonexistent. After
he retired, Greenberg remarked that despite all the bigotry and prejudice he encountered in Major League baseball in the
1930s, it was nothing compared to what Jackie faced.

We heard about Moe Berg, an American catcher and coach who later served as a spy for the Office of Strategic Services
during World War I1. Although he played 15 seasons in the Major Leagues he was never more than an average player. He
was better known for being the “brainiest guy in baseball.” Casey Stengel, the controversial and outspoken manager of the
Mets and the Yankees, once described Berg as “the strangest man ever to play baseball.” Moe Berg spoke seven different
languages. It was said that he could hit in none of them.

Another great highlight in the film was the meteoric rise of a Jewish left-handed pitcher from Brooklyn, who was also a
much sought-after basketball player: Sandy Koufax. Although Koufax is quite a reticent man, he did agree to an interview
for the film. One of Sandy’s most famous fans in the *60s was a child actor named Ron Howard. For those who remember
TV in the *60s, Ron Howard starred on the Andy Griffith show and is now a famous Hollywood producer. In an interview
in the movie, Howard, a rabid Brooklyn Dodgers fan, remembers his childhood hero. He recounts the 1966 baseball
season, when Koufax and Don Drysdale held out for more money before the start of the season. Howard, a young boy at
the time, could not understand why they would hold out just to get more money. It was not until it dawned on him that he
was making more money than both of them each year as a child actor that he understood.

The movie was narrated by a famous Jewish actor: Dustin Hoffman. It highlighted not only famous Jewish ballplayers,
but also Jewish baseball executives who had a great impact on the game. Marvin Miller, a labor negotiator for the players’
union, had a tremendous influence on player contracts and negotiations. The present baseball commissioner, Bud Selig,
was also featured in this film. He talks about how the iconic institution of baseball was shaped by Jewish players
shattering the stereotypes of the 1930s during a period of widespread and rampant anti-Semitism in America and
throughout the world.

As a lover of history and in the tradition of the Ken Burns genre of storytelling, | feel that this film conveyed the
important message of conquering bigotry and stereotypes. It was such a wonderful tribute to those Jewish athletes who
faced hostility from fans and violence from opposing players to shatter the stereotypes of the time. It paved the way for
later generations of Jewish athletes and those of us who just love to watch our favorite Jewish players today play the great
game of baseball.

I would like to leave you with a quote from one of the great storytellers of American history through the film medium,
Ken Burns. He said of this film, “It is both insightful and moving and helps to erase the preconceptions of the time and
reminds us of the power of this seemingly simple stick ball game to bring us all together.”

The Men's Club hopes to obtain a copy of the DVD when it becomes available and show it at OJC for all those interested
in this remarkable story of assimilation, bigotry, heroism and the passing on of traditions through the great game of
baseball.

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Tanakh Thoughts by Marty Cohen

Understanding the original intent of the authors of the Bible is hard enough even when reading the text in
Hebrew. Like any other language, Hebrew changed radically over the centuries with new words coming in and
other words disappearing, and with idioms, expressions, references and euphemisms that were originally clear
becoming less understandable with the passage of time.

How much more so do difficulties arise when the Bible is no longer in its original language but is read in a
translation or, in many cases, in a translation of a translation. In fact, many Christians today are reading from a
modern English version that was translated from the King James version, which was translated from the Latin
Vulgate version, which was translated from the Greek Septuagint which, finally, was translated from the
original Hebrew.

Probably the most famous instance of Jews and Christians disagreeing about a translation comes from lIsaiah
7:14. In this text, the prophet Isaiah is trying to convince King Ahaz of Judah (eighth century BCE) that an
aggressive threat to his kingdom from the kingdom of Israel and Aram (Syria) to the north would not last. Using
imagery, as prophets often did, Isaiah speaks of a woman who is either about to conceive or who is already
pregnant and says that before the newborn child can distinguish between good and evil, the threat will have
disappeared.

In Hebrew, the term for such a woman is almah. An almah is a young woman of marriageable age. She may be
married or not; she may be a virgin or not. So Jews have always looked upon this word as meaning a “young
woman.” Looking ahead to Jesus, Christians have taken the meaning to be a “virgin” and say that the prediction
is a harbinger of Jesus being born of a virgin—even though the meaning of the text is that events will happen
soon, not a full 700 years later. For two millennia, the two religions have interpreted Isaiah’s meaning
differently (with some exceptions among the Christians).

The U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops made an announcement early in March that a new version of the Bible
has been issued under their auspices. This version is the result of a 17-year project involving 50 theologians,
linguistic experts, scholars, translators and five bishops. There are many changes. Some simply involve bringing
the language up to date. Other changes correct past faulty assumptions and mistranslations.

The most stunning revision made by the panel is changing the translation of almah in Isaiah 7:14 from “virgin”
to “young woman.” You can be sure this does not change their theology that Jesus was born of a virgin, but it
does eliminate the text proof of this belief as deriving from Isaiah. This is a major change for Catholics. It is an
acknowledgment that the Jewish position on the meaning of almah was correct after all. In my opinion, the
Bible panel and the Conference of Bishops is highly to be praised for taking this courageous step.

We should note that one of the arguments put forth by missionary organizations who try to convert Jews is that
Isaiah himself predicted the virgin birth. Those among us who may be susceptible to such attempts should be
made aware of this change in the American Catholic position.
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Prom the Editor:

Almost a month ago, we were asked by our rabbis and our Religious School principal to unplug for a whole
Shabbat. This meant no computers and their many games, no telephones, no ipads, ipods, or all the other
gadgets kids of all ages have whose names, let alone uses, [ haven’t a clue about. So I tried it.

Oddly enough, our phone didn’t ring for the entire day so we didn’t have to deal with it. Getting past the
horrible thought that nobody loves me took about an hour, but then I realized that I don’t love anybody either
and I certainly wasn’t going to phone all those people | hate. Logic prevailed.

Computer games were more of a problem. I am addicted to “Super Text Twist” and find it a refuge when my
day seems overly pesky. Imagine my surprise when | found the strength to look at the computer, make a nasty
gesture at it and then plop down with an actual book. (No Kindles in this house, folks. | want to feel, smell,
write in [don’t tell the library about my fixing of typos], and clutch a genuine BOOK!) Believe it or not, by the
end of the day | had finished a book for one book club and was halfway through a book for another.
(Incidentally, when you belong to three book clubs [count ‘em—three!] you actually can find time to read the
selections when you say “no” to “Super Text Twist:” and “Spider.”)

Email was a little more difficult, although I’ve noticed over the years that very few people send me emails on
Shabbat. Maybe they think I’'m always unplugged. Maybe they re unplugged. Maybe they only like me six days
a week, kinda like the phone thing. If I’'m being honest (and have | ever lied to you?) I check email 74 times a
day. Part of it is work related, part of it is fun, and part of it is those malevolent ads that either teach you how to
live longer by eating good seaweed or how to cut your life short by eating bad seaweed. The truly offensive ads
have disappeared, thanks to some block or other that we once activated on a day other than Shabbat. Still, the
impulse to check is strong and it was getting harder to immerse myself in one of my book club readings.

| figured a good way to pass the time without electronics was to watch a movie on TV. Duh! Then | figured
maybe we could go out to eat earlier than later. Double duh! Shabbat wasn’t over until 6:44. So I went back to
one of my books and, oddly enough, before I could turn 50 pages or so, it was even later than 6:44. Coming
home after dinner, | grabbed my book, almost by instinct this time. Then old habits kicked in.

After all, Shabbat was over and | could run upstairs, turn on the computer, play games, read email, and get back
to routine. That was pretty much what I did, except that I didn’t exactly run upstairs, | just went a little faster
than when | have to cook dinner or walk a tightrope or march down the aisle to get married or something.
Needing to finish this issue of the Shaliach, | spent most of the evening tweaking the articles and trying
unsuccessfully to write this one. (This one was written the following Sunday morning instead of playing “Super
Text Twist” or deleting emails advertising the most amazing ways to stay young in spite of growing old.)

So, looking back on a Shabbat uplugged, how did it feel? Well, except for some tugs in the electronic direction,
it felt pretty good and pretty liberating. | think the biggest plus was finding blocks of time to get some good
reading in. (Actually, some of the reading was crummy, but having high tastes and low tastes is one of my traits
that I’ve made peace with.) Still, it was a Good Thing. Will I do it again? Could be. Will I wait till I'm asked
again? Could be. Will do it on my own? Could be. Will I ever stop asking these inane questions? Could be.

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WISHING YOU A JOYOUS PASSOVER April 18th — April 26th

BEDIKAT HAMETZ
One of the required pre-Passover ceremonies is Bedikat Hametz, searching for leaven. We are required
to conduct a candle-lit search through our home to ensure that no hametz is still present. It is a “hide and seek”
ceremony in which the entire family can participate. The search is conducted this year on Sunday evening, April
17, 2011, after the stars come out.

1. Make sure that all hametz has been removed or locked away with the exception of what will be needed for
Monday morning.

2. Carefully hide some crumbs of bread. This is to ensure that the blessing and ceremony will not be performed
in vain.

3. Taking a candle, a feather or a brush, and a bag into which you will place the hametz, recite the following
blessing:
Barukh attah Adonai Elohenu melekh haolam asher kidshanu b’mitzvotav v’tsivanu al biur hametz.

Blessed are you O Lord our God Ruler of the Universe, Who has sanctified us in Your commandments, and has
commanded us to remove hametz.

4. Collect all the hametz located around the house, and then recite the following formula:
All hametz in my possession which | have not seen or removed or of which | am unaware is hereby nullified and
ownerless and is as the dust of the earth.

5. Store until Monday morning, and then burn the Hametz on Monday by 10 A.M., reciting at that time the
following formula:

All hametz in my possession, whether | have seen it or not, is hereby nullified and ownerless as the dust of the
earth.

EREV PESACH SIYYUM

It is customary on the morning before Pesach for the firstborn in each family to fast in recognition of the fact
that the lives of the Israelite firstborn were spared when God smote the Egyptian firstborn during the tenth and
final plague.

Because fasting would be difficult on the morning of the Seder, the practice of holding a Siyyum was
instituted. Following the morning service, Rabbi Scheff will conclude a portion of his study of a tractate of
Talmud, and then the congregation is invited to participate in a seudah shel mitzvah, a religious meal, which
then exempts the first born from fasting.

The Siyyum will be held at our Monday morning April 18th service beginning at 6:45 a.m. All first born (male
and female) are invited. We will conclude no later than 8:00 a.m. to enable participants to get to work and to
school on time.

WHAT ARE MAOT HITTIM?

Jews preparing to celebrate Pesach have always been concerned that everyone in the Jewish community
be able to do so. Maot Hittim is the special fund used to buy Passover supplies for those who need them, so that
no one need be deprived of any supplies or be unable to prepare a Seder because of economic difficulty.
Especially this year we need to share with others.

To participate in this important mitzvah, you can make a contribution to the Rabbi’s Discretionary Fund,
(marked “Maot Hittim”) and drop it in the mail along with the authorization to sell your hametz. Please note: No

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Birthright Israel, by Amanda Ruderman

I have spent my entire life with great conflict about my religion, about what it meant to me and if it made any
difference how involved | was. My greatest connection as a child was when my grandparents were still living in New
York and | used to go over to their house every Friday evening to spend Shabbat with them and light the candles with my
grandmother. After they moved down to Florida, |1 no longer had much interest or time to attend Shabbat services, and
became a Yom Kippur/Rosh Hashanah person. Even through my two years of Hebrew school, | looked at it as more of a
chore.

During my summers in high school, while working at Ramah day camp in Nyack, | was so drawn to the feeling of
community created in the environment. Over those summers, with time spent singing and dancing to Israeli music and
starting the morning with prayers, I felt more religious but still wasn’t sure what that meant to me.

On January 11, 2011, | embarked on a trip that would change me forever. It was in the summer of 2010 that |
decided | wanted to sign up for a birthright trip, feeling that this winter would be my best time to go and possibly the last
chance that | personally might have to make a trip.

After a little rough start, with a cancelled flight, we made it onto another flight and were on our way to the holy
land. T wasn’t really sure what to expect from the trip and was nervous about making friends, having gone on the trip with
no one | knew previously. Little did I know that not only would | make friends but would make a great connection with
them and the state of Israel.

The trip itself consisted of a variety of different activities and areas of the country to give us as much as possible
within our ten days. What | liked best about Mayanot as my organizer was they had a great mixture of religion, culture
and fun and not once did they try to force anything upon us but rather had us come to our own conclusions. We had some
adventurous activities such as hiking up north in the Golan, jeeping, riding camels, sleeping in a Bedouin tent, and
floating in the Dead Sea. We were able to experience our religious history through visiting the holy cities of Jerusalem,
Tzvat and Tiberias, participating in Shabbat services and visiting Yad Vashem. Our cultural learning of the country came
through our trips to markets and some of the nightlife, allowing us to interact with Israelis and spending time with the
eight soldiers who accompanied us for a couple of days.

I had amazing staff and a group of people who worked so well together that we immediately became a family. By
the second day, | already had that feeling that | was meant to be exactly where | was with every single person who was
with me.

The total experience was life changing. The turning point for me was at the Kotel. Before the Kotel, spending the
night at the Bedouin tents, at midnight we were given time to spread out in the dessert to sit and just think uninterrupted.
This was one of the most difficult things | had ever done. This is something most of us do not take time for. All of my
thoughts came rushing out, thinking about the troubles that my family and | have endured in the past and | just cried it all
out. Then at the Kotel, after placing in my prayer, | touched the wall and not only prayed for strength and happiness for
me and my family, but thanked God for keeping my family strong and together through everything.

After experiencing and participating in the most magical and spiritual Shabbat services ever in Israel, one outside
overlooking the Sea of Galilee and the second at the Kotel, | knew that | wanted to continue to feel the same way and
wanted to continue to attend Shabbat services on a regular basis.

I highly recommend for everyone who has never gone to Israel, not only to go but to go through birthright.

Experiencing this trip with a group of forty people, all experiencing it together and bonding, is an unforgettable
experience. You never know, it might change your life too.

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Herman Seidner: A Man Not To Be Forgotten, by Jeffrey Lance

| generally enjoy contributing an article to our newsletter but this is certainly a tough one. I would like to
continue paying tribute to Herman by writing a few words about him. I only hope that my eight years knowing
him can equal in some way those of many of you who can go back a good forty years.

As | am composing this from an apartment in Tel Aviv, Herman’s family is just ending the shiva period. Based
on the turnout at the memorial, the grave site attendance, and overflowing visitors to the Seidner home, it’s
clear that his impact on the OJC community was monumental. At the memorial service we heard very touching
words from Herman and Frieda’s son Mordechai, Rabbi Drill, who had composed her words just before
departing for Israel, and Rabbi Scheff.

Herman was a staple at OJC for many years and was best known for serving as Gabbai Rishon on the bima.
Those who got to know Herman respected him and enjoyed his many stories, whether serious or funny. He was
a Holocaust survivor who always had a positive outlook on life, never being bitter. Among his other fine
qualities, this earned the genuine love and respect of all generations of our congregation.

I cannot recall my initial contact with Herman but our friendship began to bloom shortly after 1 began working
with Frieda on the Holocaust Committee. Over the next few years, | attended an occasional Saturday afternoon
service and some Sunday morning minyanim. Herman was always at both. One Saturday afternoon he asked me
if 1 was going to come the next morning, | said yes and quickly became one of the regulars. Herman took me
under his wing from that day on and expected me to sit with him. This was truly an honor.

Both Herman and Frieda treated me like their fourth son, insisting that | have seders at their home. It may have
been my first time there that | noticed a small shofar and asked to borrow it for my first shofar-blowing at OJC.
I’ve since graduated to my own larger one but still “visit” the Seidner shofar when I’m at their home.

Our congregation prides itself on Torah reading and almost every time it was read, Herman was right there,
helping to ensure that the reader (even Rabbi Scheff) was accurate. | always like to read Torah just prior to
going to Israel. I’'m always nervous and knew that this time would be extremely hard without Herman there. To
calm myself in advance, | asked to daven Friday Shabbat Ma’ariv the night before, knowing that the Seidner
family was there. | was able to get through both Friday evening and Saturday morning with only minor
difficulties. After | received my mishabeirach for safe travel to Israel, | touched the spot where Herman would
have stood and broke down when | sat.

We were all saddened by Herman’s sudden death. What really touched me was that Rabbi Scheff was
concerned with how | was doing, knowing the special bond that Herman and | shared over these last few years.
Having lost my father earlier in this year, losing my OJC surrogate father hit me hard.

Herman was a big Rangers fan. When he told me that he had never gone to a game, | offered to take him to one.
It took about a year, but we did it. It was a fun evening and our team won 7-0!

Next to our rabbis, Herman has been my most influential teacher of Judaism. He never got on my case too much
and was okay with me not putting on tefillin. I loved chatting quietly with Herman during services, often telling
funny stories. (Don’t tell the rabbis!)

Herman’s physical presence will be absent from OJC. However, we will always remember where he sat, where
he stood on the bima, his good taste in clothes (even at the JCC Fitness Center), his soft-spoken voice,
mannerisms, countless jokes in several languages, and, most important, being right next to Frieda.

One last thing to share—during the morning Amidah we strike our hearts twice during the
“S’lach lanu” portion. Once when I was sitting with Herman and Frieda when I did my taps, she said, “Isn’t that
cute!” Ever since then, Herman would always show his fist to me before patting his heart. For this, I will always
have Herman (and God, of course) in my heart each time | reach this point in the service.
