Elite U.S. special warfare units regularly train with their IDF counterpart
exchanging valuable tactics that both sides haaenkd through the course of difficult and costly
operations against similar Mideast adversaries.

In addition, Israel and the United States have cooperated on a wide range of inteHigmmnog
programs, including work on monitoring Iran;@hedaand t her t er r or i s tearmed o U
technical and professional expertise in coutgerorism and homeland security was made completely
available to the United States in the aftermath of the terrorist attacks on 9/11.
